Title of paper: In capital letters, bold and centered. Size: Times New Roman 16pt.

Name of author(s): (after the title) boid and centered. Size: Times New Roman 12pt.
Author's name

Keywordé: (maximdm of 4 words not phrases) Justified left. Size: Times New Roman10pt.
Abstract: 150 words minimum and 300 words maximum. Size: Times New Roman 09pt.

Text / Paper: Composed of a maximum of 25 pages (including Title; Name/s of authors; Key words:
Abstract; Text; Bibliography; Notes, Curriculum, Images/tables/graphics). Left and right justified text.

Titles of the different chapters should be numbered; written on capital letters; in bold and justified to
the left. Size: Times New Roman, 12pt. (e.g.: 2. TRADITIONAL TECHNIQUES).

Suyb-chapters should be numbered, written in small !étters, in bold and justified to the left. Size: Times
New Roman, 12pt.(e.g.: 2.1. Adobe) :

Citations with References: \When mentioning an idea expressed by an author, text should include
reference to author, year of the publication and page of the cited idea.
Example: A third of Human kind lives on earth dwellings (Doat et al., 1985, p.8).

In case of quotation of a sentence, text should refer the author and year of the publication, and page
of the citation.

Example: “at least 20% of urban and suburban populations live in earth homes™ (Houben and
Guillaud, 1989, p.16). When there is more than 2 authors, reference should be: (Doat et al., 1985, p.8)

Bibliography:

Harvard (author-date) system; size: Times New Roman, 09pt. It should be presented as: Last name of
the author, initials of first name (year). Title of the paper, Title of the publication (in italic). City:
publisher, pages of the paper.

Example for paper: Rocha, M. (2006). Castelo de Reina. Houses and Cities built with earth:
conservation, significance and urban quality. CULTURA 2000 - Education and Culture, European
Union Program. Lisbon: Editora Argumentum, pp.62-63

Example for book: Rainer, L. and Piqué, F. (1999). Les Bas-reliefs d'Abomey, I'histoire racontée sur -
les murs. Paris: Societé Nouvelle Adam Biro. '

Notés:' Keep explanatory notes to a minimum, at the end of the paper, numbered by order of
appearance in the text. Size: Times New Roman, 09 pt.
Do not use notes for references, as references are included in the text and Bibliography at the end.

Curriculum: (After the Notes) 50 words, maximum. Size: Times New Roman, 10 pt.

Images, tables and graphics: Images, tables and graphics should be justified at the centre and
should be numbered by order of appearance. The number of the Figure (Fig. 1, e.g.) should be
followed by captions (with credits).

Captions will appear under the figure, justified to the left. Times New Roman, 10 pt.
Example: Fig.2 - Historical adobe in Huaca de Las Flores, Lima, Peru (credits: Jacob Merten, 2005)
Page format: A4 page (21cm x 29,7cm); top and bottom margins: 1°; left 1.5" and right 1",

Identification of files: Identification of the file will start by letters « AC27 » followed by the name of
the author(s).
